Summary

Life here in Iowa has drastically changed throughout history.  Students will have an opportunity to see what it would be like to live as a member of a group from the past; the PaleoIndians from the Ice Age or the Ioway in the 1700’s. Artifacts from each group will be investigated and an important life skill will be learned.
Objectives

Students will be able to:

· describe differences between objects used in today’s world and that of the Native American group being studied

· identify daily challenges faced by each group of people
· demonstrate an important skill necessary for the groups survival (throw with an atlatl or make corn husk rope)
